Social Housing.
Social housing is a subsidized rental program that provides housing to families
and individuals who have a low or modest income. Tenants pay rent based on
a percentage of their income. Funding to support this program comes from
federal, provincial and municipal governments. It is often referred to as ‘community
housing’.

A�ordable Housing.
A�ordable housing is a program that assists people who need a lower rent by
o�ering rentals at below market rent. Rents are �xed at a rate which is at least
10% below the market rents for a given area. To qualify, tenants’ income cannot
exceed the maximum limits established for this program.

Market Housing.
This refers to properties that are rented by people who pay rent at current market
rates. There is no subsidy or assistance associated with type of housing.

•  The development will include more homes (than the previous development)
    to ensure the same number of subsidized homes as was previously available,
    while including homes that are market-rate priced.

•  By combining market, a�ordable and social housing in one development,
    we can provide social housing in a sustainable way to help families live in
    a community without the need to move.

•  Mixed-market housing can be maintained without any impact on property taxes.



  

 

What is known about the Londonderry redevelopment:

•  The �rst social housing regeneration project in Edmonton.

•  Projected budget is $50-55 million. A portion of funding or grant funds provided
  by the provincial and federal governments.

•  Project Partner: City of Edmonton.

•  Construction is expected to begin in 2017.

•  Up to 240 homes depending on form of development/building configuration. 

•  Mix of market-rate and subsidized homes - indistinguishable from each other.

•  Approximate housing mix: 90 market-rate homes, 90 social housing homes,
   50 affordable housing homes.

•  50% of homes will be 3 bedroom and up.
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Why the Londonderry redevelopment is di�erent:

•  Funds from market-rate and a�ordable rents are used to o�set the shortfall
   from subsidized homes and provide funds for ongoing building operations
   and maintenance, meaning federal subsidies are not needed.

•  Funding model is new to Edmonton but successful in other cities, such as
   Toronto’s Regency Park and Chester�eld House in North Vancouver.

•  Model assists with transition out of social housing: when a tenant’s income
   increases they are gradually able to move into the market-rate homes in the
   same development.
